Challenges: | couldn't see all the students, students
more afraid to speak out, ...

Group work - in breakout rooms (BR)

.'.i. » Students get in the BR without having understood the instruction
TN —> spend up to several minutes “figuring it out”
« Some students are reluctant to...
0 « turn on video, esp. if they don’t know their group mates

« talk > can easily hide and freeride

* In discussion if student sharing screen requires to student to act as a facilitator
and relies on others openly expressing their inputs
